APPRENTICESHIP TRAINING
 

The Ironworker Apprenticeship is for those people who want to make ironwork their profession.  We compare apprenticeship the equivalent to four years of college.  Both are very similar in that they are preparing an individual for their chosen work field.  When you become an Ironworker Apprentice you're given the opportunity to learn the ironwork trade.  You receive the combination of the instruction at the Ironworkers Local Union #5 Apprentice Training School Facility and the experience you receive on the job site.  What a great concept this is for a person to obtain a job and an education at the same time.  The starting salary for new apprentices is 60% of the journeyman's rate.  The apprentice receives a 5% pay raise with each 1000 hours worked (approximately six months).
 

QUALIFICATIONS
 

In order to be eligible for the apprenticeship program, an applicant must meet the following requirements:
 

*    Must be 18 years of age or older
*    High School Diploma along with a Transcript of studies or GED Equivalency.
*    Possess the physical characteristics to perform the duties of an Ironworker.
*    Must have a Drivers License along with proof of Transportation
*    Social Security Card
*    Birth Certificate

NATURE OF TRADE
 

There are many facets of ironwork.  One form of ironwork is known as structural ironwork.  In erecting a structure, the Ironworker must have ability to rig the structural member into position, make the initial connection with bolts, then plumb and align it accurately.  They must ten bolt or weld the structure.
 

Miscellaneous and Ornamental Ironwork is another type of iron working in this trade.  Some examples of this type of iron work are installation of metal stairways, catwalks, floor grating, iron ladders and all types of support and times made of steel.
 

Heavy Rigging and Machinery Moving is another aspect of our work.  They are engaged in the unloading, moving and erection of machinery on construction jobs, repair work and wherever machinery is moved at plants and buildings.
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
